Community Intervention Program SFY 03: Application for Funding
Funding Available in SFY 2003

This memo is to notify you of the availability of state fiscal year 2003 funds for the Community Intervention Program (formerly known as the Capacity Building Program), and explain the criteria for receiving these funds. 

The Department of Corrections distributes $3.75 million each state fiscal year to counties on the basis of a statutory formula.  By law, Community Intervention Program funds are to be used for early intervention services for first time offenders and for intensive community-based intervention services for seriously chronic offenders {s. 301.263}.

Your county’s initial SFY 03 allocation (July 1, 2002, through June 30, 2003), based on the statutory formula, is listed on the attachment to this memo.  The SFY 03 allocations are based on juvenile arrest and secured correctional facility placement data from CY 1999 and CY 2000.

Plan and Evaluation Requirements

1)
Plan for SFY 2003     DUE JUNE 10, 2002
Each county seeking to receive Community Intervention Program funds is required to submit a plan to develop or expand early intervention services for first time offenders and/or for intensive community-based intervention services for seriously chronic offenders.  The plan must demonstrate:

· a commitment to increase services to either or both of the target groups;
· a collaborative approach to program development and implementation; 
· a focus on community protection, youth accountability and youth competency development; and 

· goals that are clearly defined and have measurable outcomes.

2)
Plan and Budget Review

The Division will review each plan and budget to assure that they meet the following criteria:

· The strengths and needs of the county’s juvenile justice system, including the rationale for the proposed program initiation/expansion, are clearly stated.

· The strategies proposed to deal with the identified needs are well defined.

· The work plan for each of the program components clearly describes the means to be used to accomplish the strategies.

· The county has existing qualified personnel to staff the program or has adequate staffing proposed.

· The plan shows evidence of coordination and collaboration with related agencies (e. g., schools, courts, law enforcement, service providers), including contracts and working agreements.

· The county’s proposed budget is adequate to support the proposed activities.

Counties that received SFY 02 community intervention funds do not necessarily have to submit a new SFY 03 plan to qualify for funding.  However, counties must notify the Division in writing as to their intentions for SFY 03 and if the SFY 03 plan will:

1) Remain the same for SFY 03 (county must submit a new budget for SFY 03);

2) Be modified in SFY 03 (county must submit changes to the plan and the new measurable objectives, along with the new SFY 03 budget); or

3) Be replaced by a new plan (county must submit new plan and budget, including the new measurable objectives).

The Division should receive all required county plans and budgets for the SFY 03 Community Intervention Program funds in complete form no later than 4:00 pm on Monday, June 10, 2002.  

Note: The main reason in prior years that county plans have been returned for more information has been the lack of measurable objectives in the county’s initial submission.  You are encouraged to send us a plan that contains clear goals and measurable objectives, and explains how your county will evaluate the program’s success in meeting the goals and objectives.

3)
Evaluation of SFY 02

In order to continue to receive SFY 03 funding, counties that received SFY 02 Community Intervention funds must complete a program evaluation by the prescribed deadline (which will be some time in late summer).  The evaluation should cover services delivered and clients participating between July 1, 2001 and June 30, 2002.  The evaluation must clearly state the extent to which the county’s measurable objectives were met (for example, numbers of juveniles served, percent reduction in truancy).  Instructions and forms for completing the evaluation will be sent to you during the summer in an Administrator’s Memo.

Reimbursement of SFY 03 Community Intervention Program funds will be suspended for any county that does not submit a complete evaluation according to the Division’s criteria by the deadline, until a satisfactory evaluation is received.

Reimbursement
A signed purchase order allocating SFY 03 Community Intervention Program funds will be sent to each county after the county’s complete application for funds has been received and approved by the Division.  We will make every effort to send out the SFY 03 purchase orders prior to July 1, 2002, for counties that submit their applications by the June 10, 2002 deadline.  Reimbursement of SFY 03 county expenses will be made according to the invoice method described in Administrator’s Memo #97-08.

If your county will not spend the entire amount of your allocation from SFY 02, notify the Division (Ms. Eitland) in writing, the amount remaining and the purchase order number.
