Legislative Update Training on Act 109 for judges, court commissioners, district attorneys and corporation counsel attorneys



The Division of Children and Family Services, Division of Juvenile Corrections and the Director of State Courts Office will be conducting a series of regional training sessions on the recently enacted 2001 Wisconsin Act 109 (budget reform bill).  Act 109 makes significant changes to Chapters 48 and 938 to reflect the requirements of the Adoption and Safe Families Act (ASFA) of 1997 and the final federal administrative rule to implement provisions of ASFA.  

The objectives of the training are to: 1) provide an overview of the statutory changes imposed by 2001 Wisconsin Act 109 to the Children’s and Juvenile Justice Codes; 2) review newly developed mandatory court forms; and 3) identify implementation issues.  The training sessions are intended for circuit court judges and court commissioners, district attorneys and corporation counsel attorneys.
