Standard Juvenile Court Forms to Comply with 2001 Wisconsin Act 109

The Director of State Courts Office, Records Management Committee has issued amended and newly created juvenile forms that reflect the statutory changes made to the Children’s Code (Ch. 48) and the Juvenile Justice Code (Ch. 938) under 2001 Wisconsin Act 109 (the Act). The Act brings Wisconsin into further compliance with the Adoption and Safe Families Act (ASFA) of 1997 and the federal administrative rule to implement provisions of ASFA effective March 2000.  

In accordance with Supreme Court Rule 70.153 and ss. 758.18, 807.001, and 971.025, Stats., the parties and court officials in all criminal and civil actions must use the standard court forms created beginning the date on which the forms are adopted.  Therefore, all standard juvenile forms that have been modified, replaced or eliminated must no longer be used.  A party or court official may supplement a standard court form with additional material, but may not modify the form itself.  If a standard form has not been created for an action undertaken by a party or court official, then any format may be used that adheres to all statutory or court requirements.  A court may not dismiss a case, refuse a filing or strike a pleading for failure of a party to use a standard court form or to follow the format rules.

This address will enable a search engine that allows for the selection of individual forms in the Microsoft Word format.  The Microsoft Word format will allow for forms to be down-loaded and will permit the entering of case-specific text.  

It is essential that the standard juvenile court forms be used to ensure that the judicial findings required by the Title IV-E program and 2001 Wisconsin Act 109 are made and documented.  Failure to obtain the necessary judicial findings in the manner prescribed will put the State of Wisconsin at substantial risk for financial penalties in future federal Title IV-E reviews.  

Therefore, county human/social services staff and statewide adoption staff are strongly encouraged to immediately review the usage of the new court forms in their respective county or region and take the necessary corrective action to fully implement the new court forms.  District attorneys, corporation counsels, juvenile clerks of court, judges, court commissioners and any other entity responsible for petitioning the court or generating completed court orders in the county or region should be contacted to make certain that their offices are also using all of the required juvenile court forms.
