Youth Aids Allocations for CY 2005
This memorandum notifies counties of the initial calendar year 2005 Community Youth and Family Aids allocations and explains how the allocations were determined.  The allocations were established under the provisions of the 2003-05 state budget, 2003 WI Act 33.  We are providing this allocation for CY 2005 using the funding, allocations, and rates in effect in current legislation, assuming they will continue into the second half of CY 2005 after passage of the State biennial budget.  The Department will immediately notify counties of changes to the allocations, if any, necessitated by action of the Legislature during the 2005-2007 budget session.

Youth Aids in CY 2005 - Highlights

· The Legislature appropriated $4,000,000 in ongoing funding to counties, above the base funding, to be distributed according to a three-factor formula that equally weights youth population, arrests of youth for serious offenses, and placements of youth in state secure juvenile correctional institutions (JCIs).  This is the same funding level as CY 2004.

· The budget act also appropriates $2,106,500 in ongoing funding to be distributed based on the 3-factor formula (youth population, Part I juvenile arrests, and JCI placements) as modified by an "override" that gives special weight to the JCI placement factor.  This is also the same funding level as 2004.

· Revenues from Division’s out of home placements exceeded expenses by more than the Division’s 2% reserve and are returned in CY 2005 to those counties who had state supervised youth in out of home placements in FY 2004.  ($293,241)

· Data from CY 2001 through CY 2003 Crime and Arrests in Wisconsin, the most recent data provided by the state Office of Justice Assistance (available as of September 1, 2004), were used in the formula. 


Contract Detail and Explanation

Attachment 1: The Youth Aids allocation schedule includes detail about each county’s initial allocation in CY 2005.

Calendar Year 2005Contract:

Column 1:  Provides the county’s initial calendar year 2005 allocation

Column 2:  Identifies restricted funds for AODA services

Column 3:  Identifies unrestricted funding remaining in the contract

Column 4:  Provides an estimated distribution for State juvenile correctional services 

Column 5:  Provides the county's estimated balance for community services

Components of CY 05 Contract:

Column 6:  Shows the amount that small counties received from the $200,000 arrest supplement funds.

Column 7:  Shows each county’s allocation because of the correctional services refund available from out of home placement costs

Column 8:  Shows each county’s allocation under 301.26(7)(b) using population and arrest data provided by the Office of Justice Assistance, and placement data developed by the Division of Juvenile Corrections.

Column 9:  Shows each county’s allocation under 301.26(7)(c) using updated population and arrest data provided by the Office of Justice Assistance and placement data developed by the division, providing no less than 93% and no more than 115% of the amount that would have been awarded based on placement data only

Attachment 2: The method used to calculate each part of the county allocations is explained in Attachment 2 of this memo.

Funding for the CY 2005 contract is the same as for CY 2004, except that the total amount of refunds to be allocated increased from $72,278 to $293,241.

Corrective Sanctions funding from CY 2004 usage will be allocated in calendar year 2005.

State-County Contracts

The Youth Aids state-county contracts are being sent under a separate letter and may be expected within a few weeks.  The contract language contains a changed provision to comply with state Department of Administration rules on hold-harmless language for contracts with other governmental entities.  Schedule 1 in the contract will use the allocations in Attachment 1 as each county’s initial contract level.  A county may request changes in the distribution between its state and community allocation, by writing the requested changes on Schedule 1 before signing and returning the contract.
