	GUIDE ON BACK OF FORM TO HELP IN DETERMINING RELEASE OF SEX OFFENDER INFORMATION IS NECESSARY TO PROTECT THE PUBLIC


	Considerations in determining release of sex offender registry information is necessary to protect the public:

Risk Factors -- Generally, research indicates the more risk factors (numbers 1-9 above) present at a greater intensity, the higher the risk of re-offense.  However, research on risk assessment suggests that prediction of risk is less reliable in youth offenders than in adult offenders.  The factors listed on this form are supported in the literature as related to risk of re-offense but, as noted, the list is not a formal scale or test.

Risk Mitigation -- Other factors may indicate lower risk of re-offending, such as an ongoing pattern of stability in the community, including no subsequent charges for sex offenses.  Risk is also dependent on the person’s living situation, where the person is working or attending school, and the degree of control/supervision being exercised over the person

Victim And Family Impact -- A high proportion of victims of youth sex offenders are from within the youth’s family.  Consideration should be given to the potential impact on the victim and family if registry information on a youth sex offender is released to school, community or employer.  Impact may include inadvertent exposure of the victim’s identity, harassment or ostracism of the youth’s family, and unwillingness of the family to provide a home and/or support to the youth.  

Out-Of-Home Placement -- The possible release of information regarding a sex offender youth could also have a negative impact on the placement of a youth in a foster home when the youth cannot live with his/her family.

Level Of Notification – The statute does not specify how law enforcement is to provide information from the sex offender registry to community entities or members of the general public; nor does it add juveniles to the section of the statute requiring the Department of Corrections to send a bulletin to law enforcement agencies about the release of certain offenders from confinement.  For release of sex offender registry information concerning adjudicated and minor sex offenders, the level of notification should be determined on an individual basis, and performed only to the extent deemed necessary to protect the public after individual circumstances are taken into account.
