ALL-HAZARDS MITIGATION PLANNING WORKSHOP  - (M100)
As disaster costs continue to rise, federal, state and local governments need to find ways to mitigate, i.e., to reduce or eliminate, future losses.  The rising costs associated with disaster response and recovery has focused emphasis on addressing hazards before they occur.   Through the hazard mitigation planning process, communities are working together with agencies, organizations and the public to identify their hazards, their impact within the communities and actions to lessen those impacts.  To be eligible for federal mitigation funds, communities must have an approved all hazards mitigation plan that meets federal planning requirements as found in 44 CFR Part 201.6 (for local governments) or 201.7 (for Tribal governments) and the plan must be updated, adopted and approved by FEMA every five (5) years.  

Wisconsin Emergency Management staff will provide planning guidance and resource information to assist counties, local governments and tribal organizations in development or update of a plan that will meet the federal planning requirements by sponsoring an All-Hazards Mitigation Planning Workshop.  In addition, the workshop will include information on what is required for the five year update.  Attached is a list of counties that have approved plans and respective expiration dates.

The All-Hazards Mitigation Planning Workshop will be held on Tuesday, April 12, 2011, beginning at 8:30 a.m. and will conclude at approximately 4:00 p.m.   The workshop will be conducted at Wisconsin Emergency Management in Madison, Wisconsin.  Dress attire is casual.

It is not necessary to attend this workshop if you attended the planning workshop in previous years; however, you can send another representative if you choose. It is highly recommended that counties and municipalities who will be updating their existing hazard mitigation plan to attend. Any county, local government or tribal organization that applied for a recent planning grant through the Hazard Mitigation Grant or the Competitive Pre-Disaster Mitigation Programs should attend this workshop.  Consultants that you may be contracting with for the development of the plan are also invited to attend.  Any County, local government, or tribal organization that is considering developing or updating such a plan or just wants to learn more about the planning process, are also encouraged to attend.  

If you are traveling 50 miles, or more one way, and do not desire to commute, Wisconsin Emergency Management will provide overnight accommodations and will make reservations for you in the Madison area.  However, the cost of travel, meals, and any other incidental expenses associated with your stay are a local responsibility.

A letter of confirmation and additional administrative information will be sent as soon as the class roster is finalized.  There needs to be a minimum of 15 persons in order to hold the class.
