Juvenile arrests peaked in 1996-97 (but note that arrest data still
includes 17 year olds). Therefore, simply the removal of 17 year-
olds from the juvenile system does not account for the significant
decline in juvenile arrests.

Index crime arrests peaked in 1994, and the vast majority of
arrests for index crimes are property related.

There are significant disparities in arrest rates of minority and
white youth (note some variations depending on ethnicity).

Substantial reductions in arrest rates, demographic trends, and a
decline in violent juvenile crime are entirely consistent with
changes in juvenile correctional commitments.

While there are numerous youth admitted to adult institutions, a
point in time comparison (for example, 66 youth in Div. of Adult
Institutions on 4/30/03) accounts for a relatively small percentage
of the decline in the Average Daily Population in Juvenile
Institutions. This does not include 17 year-olds in County Jails.
